· Continue monitoring cow condition, and don’t hesitate to dry off another group of light young and early calvers if required.

Pasture
· The round length ranges between 35-38 days based on 160ha effective of 4.2-4.5ha/day.
· Current feed demand is 48 kgDM/ha/day at 15kgDM intake with grass demand at 38kgDM/ha/day while feeding 3kg/baleage.
· Recent growth rate was 51kgDM/ha/day.
· Pasture covers are lower than measured, most likely due to lower dry matter content on the grass.
· Use post-grazing residuals as guidance to continue supplementing with baleage.
· So far 404kgDM/cow has been used.
· Look to get rid of the empties (26) and culls (6-7) as soon as possible, especially if you need to continue supplementing the cows after the current wet weather event.
· Use the attached Autumn feed budget as guidance for the APC. However, consider the discrepancy between observed/measured covers and what the cows are telling you.
· Continue cleaning up any clamps that have not been grazed down to 1,550kgDM/ha whenever possible to set up the farm for next spring.
